“Movement and juggling:” Thinking juggling related to movement. Notion of space (division, inner and outer space), creation, trick, combination and sequence to "dance with objects" making juggling a more dynamic and less static discipline.
“Jamming and partner juggling:” As jazz musicians jam, jugglers can also jam. Notions of modern dance exercises related to partner juggling. What to do when you drop, relationship between objects and partner juggling related to music. Non static and improvisation juggling.
The objective of the workshop is to create a 5 min presentation with the students to show in the open stage.
